Financial Situation
For the 2008-09 season we incurred a loss of just over £1,500 which led to our decision to increase the subscription to £25 for the 2009-10 season.  This was largely the result of declining membership which has now happily reversed.

However, despite the increased membership and visitor numbers, a further loss for 2009-10 is likely, due to the very sharp decline in interest rates we earn on our funds.  Fortunately we have capital reserves to absorb this loss and to fund future major expenditure.  
For next season, 2010-11, we have decided, nonetheless, to keep our subscription at £25, which is extraordinarily good value.
